Initiate a discussion
about how your organization would respond following a
large earthquake.

e Check on disaster supplies and replace expired items.

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e Practice Drop, Cover and Hold with your family. Can't
drill at Noon? You can practice anytime that day, or

think about what you would do wherever you are. ;
e Encourage your employer or school to hold a Drop,
Cover and Hold drill or initiate their post-earthquake
emergency plans. :
